You need to give your opinion about what you think the quote means by referring
to the artists’ work that you have studied. There will have a choice of two questions, (question 3
or 4); you should read both questions and choose the one you think most appealing.

You have to be really imaginative and remember that
there is no such thing as wrong answer when you are giving YOUR OPINION. Please read the
guotes shown below and in the box write down what you think the quotes mean and what sort
of things you could write about your artists’ work. This will help you to prepare for the question

paper.
