Easter/Evening Targeted Exam Tuition 2024, SQA Exam Diet 2024 & Study Leave Arrangements  
 
I am writing to update you on the school’s plans for exam and study leave during the 2023 SQA examination 
period.  This year’s SQA exam diet will run from Monday 22nd April to Wednesday 29th May 2024.  

Learners will be issued with a copy of ‘Your Exams 2024’. Your Exams provides important rules and advice 
to learners on what to do before, during and after their exams. This booklet contains a Scottish Candidate 
Number (SCN) card, which can be detached from the back cover. The SCN card should be used by your child 
to record their details and can be taken into the exam room to help them complete the front of their exam 
answer booklets correctly.  

Easter/Evening Targeted Exam Tuition 2024 
Your child may have been targeted and subsequently invited into school to attend a tuition session with a 
subject specialist. This is an individualised offer for learners who require additional support to reach their 
potential or are at risk in their subjects. I would strongly encourage your child to engage with this fantastic 
opportunity to receive small group tuition to maximise their potential going into the SQA exam diet. Some 
of these opportunities will be between now and the exam diet after school and some throughout the Easter 
Holidays. There will be provisions for food available to pupils as well as the resources to support their 
learning session delivered by a subject specialist. Young people should arrive at reception to be met by 
their teacher. 
 
When is study leave? 
As part of our school’s ongoing support to all senior phase pupils during the SQA exam period, pupils sitting 
any National 5, Higher or Advanced Higher SQA exam(s) are entitled to study leave.  In line with all 
secondary schools in Dundee, study leave will take place from Monday 22nd April until Tuesday 28th May 
(inclusive).  Any pupils sitting an SQA exam out with these dates are entitled to study leave the day before 
their exam, for example, if an SQA exam is on Monday, pupils are entitled to study leave on the previous 
Friday. 
 
Why do we have study leave? 
The aim of study leave is to encourage pupils to take as much responsibility as can reasonably be expected 
for their own learning, whilst allowing them to study in a manner and pattern that suits them.  At Baldragon 
Academy, we will continue to run our normal timetable throughout the SQA exam period and until our 
change of timetable on Tuesday 28th May 2024.  This means that all senior phase pupils can continue to 
access their subjects and teachers as per their current timetable for learning, study or support . 
 
What if my child has no exams?   
Pupils with no exams are expected to attend classes as normal from Monday 22 April to Tuesday 28th May 
2024.  They will be able to participate in a variety of learning activities which will help develop their skills 
and prepare for their new classes and the 2024/25 school year.   
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What supports are available at Baldragon Academy? 
Throughout the SQA exam period, pupils will be able to access supports from their guidance teacher and 
our support staff.  Working with Mrs Duley, pupils can also access the Learning Resource Centre as a quiet 
space for individual study.

Additional information 
Pupils must always be in full school uniform when visiting the school during exam leave and for sitting every 
examination.  Furthermore, pupils must not use any area of the school as a social space.  Our school is 
running as normal for all other learners; therefore, it is imperative that their learning experience is not 
disrupted.  Congregating in the dining hall or senior dining area is not allowed.  Pupils who are not actively 
involved in learning or studying in the Learning Resource Centre or actively involved in an exam will be 
removed from school. 
 
I do hope you find this information useful and helps you, and your child, plan for a very productive SQA 
exam and study leave.
