Learning at Home

This may involve subject or private reading, practicing skills and techniques, watching skills/events on
YouTube or TV, learning vocabulary, listening to music or podcasts, revising what has been taught in class and
preparing for next lessons. This may also include, at times, tasks set by their subject teacher(s).
